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Memory palaces are mental visualization of familiar places: a corridor, a room, 
… an island? Mnemonic images, through their placing, aid the subjects on a 
journey through spaces, in their desire to remember.

The title of the exhibition stems from Emily Wardill´s latest film "The 
Palace". Opening the exhibition is Adolfo Bioy Casares novel "La invention de 
Morel" pub. 1940, which takes place on an island and explores the idea of 
physical immortality and of the prison of reality.

Through sculpture, installation, sound piece, film, site specific work, it is 
the wish to create an exhibition that develops a riddle within the parameters 
of a physical space.
